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Mary: I’ve been to so many PW Gatherings—Churchwide, Presbytery and Synod. I can spot a P-Dub in any crowd.
Sue: Presbyterian Women? My grandmother was part of Presbyterian Women. Are they still around?
Mary: The organization has been active since before your grandmother was born, at least 200 years! Presbyterian Women continues to grow and transform, creating fresh ways to build community, develop leaders and advocate for those in need. 
But really, I can pick Presbyterian Women out of any crowd! 
Sue: Prove it!
Mary: Okay . . . over there (points to someone). That’s a P-Dub.
Sue: How can you tell?
Mary: Two words . . . sensible shoes.
Sue: Sometimes, but that’s not all that’s sensible about PW. They collected more than 4,000 pairs of shoes and socks for children’s agencies at the 2006 CWG.
Let me try. Hmmmm... (Points to a woman.) Over there, I’m sure she’s retired. She’s got to be in Presbyterian Women.
Mary: Many women active in PW are retired and many are working women, young mothers and college students. There’s a place for every woman in PW.
My turn! (Scans the audience.) Over there! (Points to a woman.) I saw her knitting earlier. If you see a woman knitting, chances are she’s a P-Dub!
Sue: Presbyterian Women participate in sewing ministries, but they also offer comfort to the afflicted by participating in disaster relief, recovery and rebuilding efforts.
(Points to a woman.) How about her? I saw her earlier—she was quietly getting things done behind the scenes. Definitely a P-Dub!
Mary: That’s so true. Presbyterian Women are known for lending help and supporting the church. Sometimes Presbyterian Women work quietly behind the scenes, but they always speak and live boldly. That’s why they can be found in pulpits and sessions, classrooms and food banks, hospitals and living rooms—anywhere and everywhere we are called to live into Christ’s call to service.
I see another one, over there! I saw her earlier today with a tray of cookies. You know she’s part of Presbyterian Women.
Sue: P-Dubs have been known to offer hospitality in their congregations, but they also boldly work for peace and justice, giving voice to the oppressed and standing up for people who are marginalized.
Mary: Hey, Sue, I just noticed something. (Looks out at audience.) I think all these women might be Presbyterian Women.
Sue: I think you’re right.
Mary: Did you notice the Cents-ability cups on the tables at lunch? How about all those sewing mission projects?
Sue: And did you see all the gift cards we collected? They’ve been talking about the Least Coin and Mission Pledge too.
Mary: Presbyterian Women give generously for sure! They give to the Mission Pledge—that’s PW’s annual fund. Those gifts fund mission around the world, but lots of P-Dubs go a step further, giving time or money or both to specific mission work! Presbyterian Women meet the needs of a hurting world by building local, national and international mission partnerships that transform lives. We are in the presence of greatness! 
Sue: Just when you think you know Presbyterian Women . . . 
Mary: Think again and be prepared to be amazed!
