CAST
· Horizons Woman (pink cape, logo optional)
· 4 or more Wednesday Whine Attendees, WWAs (4 have speaking parts; additional attendees can generally commiserate). The women can be assigned names or use their own names, if they wish to address each other in addition to the scripted lines.

SET 
Meeting space/living room with chairs for each of the women. 
The Wednesday Whine Attendees are seated and Horizons woman is off stage. 

ATTENDEE 1: It’s so good to see all of you for our Wednesday Whine club. I think I should begin. (Begins to whine) I don’t know what I’m supposed to do. I have to prepare the Bible study lesson for my PW group and I just don’t know how I can possibly do that.

ATTENDEE 2: (Whining, trying to out-whine the previous speaker) Oh how awful, I know just how you feel. I was asked to prepare an installation service for new leaders for my PW group. I just don’t know how I’ll ever get through this. It’s just the worst possible situation.

ATTENDEE 3: (Whining even more than the previous woman) Oh you poor dears. What will you do? But wait until you hear what the worship committee asked me to do. They want me to provide a liturgy for the Celebrate the Gifts of Women Sunday. (Becoming increasingly dramatic) I just don’t know what I’m going to do. Woe is me!

ATTENDEE 4: (Peak whining) Well, you three have no idea. I’ve been charged with providing a service to receive the Thank AND Birthday offerings this year. I just don’t know what I can possibly do. 

All WWAs sigh, emote and WHINE simultaneously. Amidst the general whining:

ATTENDEE 3: . . . Celebrate the Gifts of Women Sunday liturgy . . . 

ATTENDEE 4: . . . Birthday and Thank Offerings?

ATTENDEE 1: . . . The Bible study! . . .

ATTENDEE 2: . . . An installation service . . .

(Horizons Woman sweeps onto the stage, holding copies of the magazine. She moves past the group and stops, posed with a hand on her hip and chest out, or some other heroic stance.)

HORIZONS WOMAN: Fear not! It is I—Horizons Woman to the rescue!

ALL WWAs: Oh my! 

HW: (Handing the issue of the magazine she cites to each attendees as she addresses their complaint)
